After Graduation:
Upon graduation from high school, students can apply for employment as a Patient Care Technician (PCT) at one of the six St. David’s hospitals. If hired as a PCT within St. David’s HealthCare, the hired PCT will receive training through the Patient Care Technician Boot Camp.

Patient Care Technician (PCT) Boot Camp:
The St. David’s Academy for Clinical Excellence offers a 6-day training program for new PCTs hired by facilities in St. David’s HealthCare. This PCT Boot Camp is designed to give new PCTs the basic knowledge and skills needed to effectively function in any St. David's HealthCare facility.

If you plan to pursue a healthcare career after graduation, you may want to consider a PCT career at St. David’s HealthCare while attending school, and take advantage of the St. David’s HealthCare Tuition Reimbursement Program and/or the Volunteer Services’ Auxiliary Scholarships available to students who participated in the Teen Volunteer Program at the hospitals.
